Governing by networks has become a salient trend in the new time of public administration and
has demonstrated increasing importance in China’s public administration. In the last three decades,
China has experienced vast socioeconomic changes that have shaped and are reshaping the basic setup
of public service delivery. Network-based public administration has become a real trend and requires
serious attention paid to its institutional conditions, performance, and consequences. This paper
analyzes China’s approach toward the network model by looking at two major types of networks: the
intergovernmental cooperation network and the public-private partnership. The characteristics of these
two kinds of networks are explored by focusing on two dimensions: the level of the concentration of
accountability and the level of the resource complementaritiy. Based on that, food safety management
and home care for elderly people are used as two relevant cases to analyze the concrete problems in the
network management.

This paper provides an alternative perspective on the post-1978 incremental adaptation of the
Chinese administrative state. Unlike other studies that focus on the centralized reforms of the
rationalized state or fragmentation and competition within the state, this paper analyzes the neglected
strategies if self-empowerment adopted by weak administrative organizations and the subsequent
impacts on administrative adaptation from an institutional-organizational perspective. Our case study in
the organizational dynamics of ageing management suggests that weak organizations, as peripheral
insiders of the regime, are aware of their weakness and are skillful in utilizing mixed strategies, in a
risk-averse way, to take advantage of the opportunities and resources emerging from the increasingly
plural and diverse institutional environment. Most notably, these organizations partially assume and
partially offset the role of the potentially disobedient external organization. Overall, their behavior
creates and enlarges the pores through which modern administrative valued and practices penetrate the

transitional Chinese administrative state.
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
